Pony not exceeding 128cms.  Riders 7 years or under on 1st January.  To be led by 
an attendant and shown in a snaffle bridle.  Lead rein to be attached to noseband 
 

25. LEADING REIN BEST RIDER 
Pony not exceeding 128cms.  Riders 9 years or under.  To be led by an attendant 
and shown in a snaffle bridle.  Lead rein to be attached to noseband 
 
 

26.    FIRST RIDDEN  
               Pony not exceeding 132cms.  Riders 12 years or under.
